Course Description: Introduction to Mass Communication focuses on the history, evolution, and ethical and
moral responsibilities of our media today. Students will critically explore components that helped pave the way
to today’s mass media. Students will examine the history and evolution of print media, music and radio, film and
television, and the new media. Students will explore how advanced media technologies may have altered the
primary forms of print media forever. Students will learn about the media business, economics and regulation.
Students will study visual communication, the media’s impact on a global stage, New Journalism, diversity in
American media, and the Digital Age. Overall, this course is a survey of basic content and structural elements of

mass media and their functions and influences on society.

1. Students will demonstrate an understanding of the fundamental types, purposes and relevance of mass
communication.
