Course Description

	This course is an exploration of the basics of acting through movement and voice work, acting exercises, individual projects, scene work, and written assignments.  You will learn skills in acting by learning and applying techniques, exercises, and methods by Stanislavski and Cohen.  You will discover ways these acting skills can be applied to your everyday life both now and in the future.  The goal of this class is to develop a respect for others, for theatre, and for the artform of acting. Preparation, thought, and respect are necessary in this course.   


Student Learning Outcomes
	1. Your performance objective is to discover how to continue to develop as both an actor and a human.  
2. Your written word objective is to enhance your ability to think and to write critically about your personal journey and about the craft of acting.

3. Your analysis objective is to think and write both objectively and critically about theatre performances and theatre including acting, designing for theatre, playwriting, and directing.

4. Your theatre history objective is to develop a deep understanding of the historical and cultural influences of acting methods and their teachers and movement techniques on theatre both in the past and the present. 

5. Your reading objective is to read and interpret knowledge from materials given to you and from assigned plays.

6. Your presentation objective is to participate in class discussions based upon plays read in for class and to demonstrate or explain text concepts to the class.

Behavioral Expectations
	· This is not a lecture class!!! Active participation both as an observer of others and as a performer is required!  Your success in this class hinges on your consistent presence in person and in attention.
· Do not miss a class.  This is an ensemble.  We will work and grow together to create an artistic world that is both unique and fleeting.  Each class and each group will grow, learn, explore, and develop on their own trajectory. As a part of this ensemble, you are an important part of the whole. 

· You will be expected to show growth as an artist.  Each actor develops at a different pace, but each of you who invest the time and the energy will experience growth.

· You are expected to fail, but to fail forward as you reach towards your goals.  Acting is messy, real, and sometimes painful.  It is only when you pick yourself up after failing spectacularly and try again that you begin to learn. You will need to bring with you a willingness to be a truthful, open participant. 
· You are required to create and maintain an atmosphere of trust which will allow you to be honest with both yourself and the rest of the class.
· Students who are disrupt the ensemble of the class will be removed from the class. 
· The Performing Arts Project has this as part of their mission statement. “In vigorously emphasizing a wide-ranging developmental approach – paving the way for the student to reach her or his true potential as not only artist, but collaborator and leader and citizen – we seek to nourish a generation of performers who cannot fail to succeed.”  One goal of this class is to help you become the best you possible.
· You must dress in clothes that will allow you to participate in class activities.
· Never walk into the class during a performance.  This is RUDE!!! And during a performance or acting exercise, remember that you are an active observer.  This means hands still, heads up, mouths closed, eyes and ears opened and focused on those performing.
· NO CELL PHONES!!! NO CELL PHONES!!! NO CELL PHONES!!! You learn by acting and reacting, by observing and critiquing, by listening and actively participating.  You must be present in class both physically, mentally, and emotionally.  



Student Requirements for Completion of Course
	· You are required to see two theatrical productions this year. You must have your production approved by the instructor; in addition, a list of pre-approved plays will
 be given to the students. If you sign up to usher a Tiger Theatre Company 
production, you may see the shows for free.
· You will turn in three-page typewritten critique of the production (we will discuss the specifics of each paper in class.)
· You will keep an ACTING Journal. This is not a diary of your deepest and darkest secrets.  All entries will be related to discovering the self through the acting process. Specific assignments will be made throughout the year.  In addition, you should make entries in your journal following each class meeting.  More information will be given during the second class meeting.  This is an important tool to help you develop as an actor and is worth 20% of your overall grade. From past experience grading journals, it will be obvious if you try to catch up and complete your journal right before it is due. 

· You will investigate the tools an actor uses, the process of developing a role through your self, techniques for understanding and becoming your character, improvisational exercises, movement techniques, vocal work, script analysis, monologues, and scene work. · You may receive Extra Credit with critiques of additional productions, as agreed 
upon by the teacher.
· You will complete a three-page typewritten research paper on an assigned acting method and its teachers, a modern theatre movement, a modern playwright, or on a movement technique.  You will present the information in your paper to the class and lead the class in exercises based on your assignment.  You are expected to lead the class for the entire period on the date your paper is due.  Due dates and specific requirements will be given after the first two weeks of class.  Due dates will be staggered throughout the year.  

· Scholastic dishonesty, involving but not limited to cheating on a test, plagiarism, collusion, or falsification of records will make a student liable for disciplinary action after being investigated by the Dean of Students.
